Application is due in the office (not postmarked) by Friday, April 11, 2008 no later than 5:00 PM.  Notification will be on or before May 5, 2008. 
Artists applying for the 2008-09 Space Grant are ineligible to apply for the 2008-09 Artist in Residence Program.
The SPACE GRANT PROGRAM of BAX/BROOKLYN ARTS EXCHANGE is designed to give Brooklyn based choreographers, playwrights, and multi-disciplinary artists the opportunity to create new work in a setting that is conducive to working deeply and exploring new territory. The grant also provides the chance to perform the work developed in front of an audience at the conclusion of the rehearsal process in a showcase format with a post-performance discussion.

Awards are 70 hours of free rehearsal space. Six awards will be granted to be used in any of our four rehearsal spaces located at 421 Fifth Avenue, Park Slope in the BAX BUILDING. The Award will conclude in a work in progress showing in the BAX Theater of the work developed during the space grant period. There are two three-month space grant periods. Three artists will be selected for each grant period which are:

· July 1-October 19 (Performance dates: Friday and Saturday October 17-18, 2008) 

(note no space available August 16-September 1)
· October 15-January 17 (Performance dates: Friday and Saturday January 16-17, 2009)

We are actively seeking artists who can demonstrate need for our space and the ability to work effectively. Artists who have received previous space grants must wait three years before reapplying. For example if you received a grant in 2004/2005 you may reapply in 2008/2009. 

BAX is interested in original voices and is deeply invested in work that explores new ground. We will consider only projects of original work, not re-staging of work. Applicants must be Brooklyn residents. In the case of a collective, most members must be Brooklyn residents and have a Brooklyn base. The application should be made by the choreographer, playwright or creator of the work with the exception of a company that develops work of more than one artist and has an Artistic Director; in that case the Artistic Director may make the application. Please note, BAX does not provide producing services (i.e. playwrights must seek their own directors, actors etc.) To view a list of artists whose work has been developed in recent seasons, visit our website at www.bax.org.
Please fill out the enclosed application and send it to us with a SASE for your DVD if you would like us to return it. You may also pick up your materials in person no later than June 30.  After June 30, any unclaimed materials including videotapes will be recycled.
